Webster Soccer Association is one of the largest youth soccer organizations in Western New 
York and is the only youth soccer organization in New York State West with its own indoor soccer 
facility. The year-round WSA Indoor Facility, located at 865 Publishers Pkwy, has a 40x70 yard 
AstroPlay artificial surface plus a viewing deck, office, team room, classroom, and club store.  

 
WSA maintains ten of its own outdoor soccer fields including the full-size Boulter Championship 
Field (a lighted field featuring an irrigation/drainage system, bleachers, press box, and 
concession stand) and the beautifully pitched and maintained Basket Road fields. 

 
WSA staff includes two Directors of Coaching (both USSF "B" Licensed), one Director of Goalie 
Training, and a full-time Executive Director (oversees the daily operations of the association 
including indoor complex management and fields/building maintenance).  

 
Numerous WSA coaches are licensed by NYSWYSA / USYSA. 

 
Diverse WSA soccer programs include year-round training for over 1,500 participants for all age 
groups, including: 

• Recreational Soccer Program (ages 5-18) 
• Micro Soccer Program (Kindergarten – 2nd Grade) 
• Player Development Program (U9-U10) 
• Travel Soccer (U11-U19) 
• Adult teams in Rochester District Soccer League 

 
WSA hosts youth and adult soccer leagues throughout the indoor season at its facility. Summer 
camps and year-round clinics are also offered.
